Mary is looking for people who use Genesis for scheduling and grading in the schools.

Dan is looking for people who use skill/performance/ability grouping at the middle and high school level.

Jim McCall-Department of Education, brought materials for us to take with us: hard copy of the standards, the CD-ROM, the Youth Risk Behaviors Survey and an interactive CD/booklet on physical activity. The manufacturers provide it for free, but ask that a 5 minute on-line survey be completed. The information is geared to grade 4, but has been used K-6.

Federal and state laws regulate school wellness policies. The newest law includes schools that do not receive free/reduced lunch. The NJ Dept. Of Agriculture contact is Janet Renk for materials and information, including CD’s and information for their website. 1-609-292-4486. We discussed how NJAHPERD was not involved in the State School Nutrition Policy and how physical educators were not included in the sections referring to physical activity in the schools.

The next NJ Dept. of Agriculture meeting on the policies will be doing their last session on Friday, May 11, 2007 in Hackensack, NJ.

The Dept. of Education will be sending out a survey about health/physical education to the schools via a memo to every chief school administrator and principal in New Jersey. The survey is the responsibility of the building principals. Every school within every district will get the health and physical education survey. The purpose of this comprehensive survey is to ascertain what is happening in the schools, not to check on compliance. The survey can be done on-line and is user-friendly. 

The meeting driver education for tomorrow is a forum that will hopefully bring the department of education and motor vehicle commission together.

Health legislation is a great way to affect a political platform. Epi-pen legislation is non-funded, protective eyewear, suicide prevention bill are all non-funded. Dan opened the floor for nominations for President of NJCAHPE

Bruce Peragallo was nominated as president. 

Judy nominated Kathleen and Pat Shea seconded the nomination for the Vice President of NJCAHPE. 

Pat Shea spoke about our balance and concerns about membership. In August, NJSIAA sends out a newsletter to all the districts which includes a packet of information about NJCAHPE. What is the best vehicle for membership? The membership needs to be at one time of year and run from September-September. The expectation is that the membership needs to be paid by the first meeting in the Fall. Membership is $15.00 and is nominal, and three years is $40.00. Vouchers that need a tax id number is problematic in that NJCAHPE does not have that number. Personal checks or petty cash checks are needed at this time. Membership cards can be made to be re-issued annually. Perhaps a NJCAHPE domain name is the way to go.

It is the hope that NJAHPERD/NJCAHPE can combine efforts to assist each other in identifying membership for both organizations. NJCAHPE will also be hoping to go back to having executive sessions with their officers.

Dan mentioned the Council on School Leadership in Physical Education which is run through AAHPERD. On your membership information, you can check off the CSLPE box on your membership.

Tim Sullivan from Montclair State University presented to the group. He called us one of the top h/pe states in the nation, partially because we have two advocates in the state department of education, five institutions in NJ with dual certifications in h/pe, a strong, financially sound and growing NJAHPERD with a new full time executive director, Jackie Malaska. Tim discussed service projects that have included the CD that presents all of the convention handouts. A webpage costs $5.95. The CD reproduction is $.70 a disk. A thought for our group would be a disk that would include the sharing of curricula, staff evaluation instruments, other resources.  The disk could go to Boards of Education, Supervisors, etc. as a project that could assist our group in sharing materials. He then showed us a sample disk with different folders that would include different interest areas for Supervisors: 

Adapted Physical Education which would include resources such as the NASPE position paper on inclusion, a NJAHPERD Reporter article on Adapted PE, info on curriculum on Adapted. 

“Search and Replace” can insert your school district name where someone else’s name is. (Denton Public Schools). What is physical education? Where is the definition? The government federal law PL94-142, is the only definition of physical education. We could share K-4 health education curriculum, physical education, Driver Education, Facilities, Field Days, Leadership, Liability, websites.

Tim has offered to take the lead on the project with no more than 2 or so individuals working to do a NJCAHPE CD with this information. Other folders include: Staff Assessment, Nursing information, lesson ideas, text/reference guide information.

Dan added that perhaps something web-based as opposed to CD produced may be better in order to help us update on a regular basis. Gathering the materials is the first step, along with having a membership only section on a website.

Linda Guerrini and Dan Brundage were interested on being on a subcommittee to look at gathering materials with Tim Sullivan. We need to send something out asking membership that this project is underway and they need to forward information electronically to the sub-committee. Plagiarism needs to be addressed. The goal is a reference guide for Supervisors.

College undergraduate management classes could assist supervisors in the schools. Web pages are also projects that college level students are always working on. 

Dan invited interested committee members to stay after the meeting to discuss the committee. Telephone conferencing is an alternative to meetings.

A suggestion for our new agenda is PECAT, the national curriculum assessment tool. 

Please share grading rubrics with the group if you indeed brought them with you.

New Business: 

Linda Guerrini asked about “SuperSize Me”, a current AIDS video for elementary nurses, and the Alive at 25 program. (Freehold Regional has been involved)

Joe  Locascio announced that the new NJAHPERD Executive Director Jackie Malaska will be available to assist this group. The association is offering the grant program to assist with funding. NJAHPERD funded the State Survey. NJAHPERD is looking to assist schools with AED purchases. Bristol-Myers Squibb is also assisting in this initiative through grants. Joe will continue to be involved in special programming for NJAHPERD. NJCAHPE thanked Joe Locascio for his service and support of this group. 

Livingston Public Schools has three openings in their district. Andy also brought information related to grading for this group. A grade-level developmental record card was also explained. The opposite side of the document is the school district content area assessment of student learning as an overall indication of progress.

Judy moved to adjourn the meeting, Dan seconded.
