The meeting was called to order at 9:30am. D.Brundage provided our new member with a welcome,  -John Fraraccio-West New York. Tentative dates for next year.  First meeting of next year, Livingston School District, October 17, 2006, Tuesday. Second meeting Tuesday, February 27th, 9:00am-11:00am, third meeting: Wednesday, May 9, 2007

Future agenda items for the first meeting should be brought to the attention of Dan Brundage. What do different districts do in terms of fitness testing? There is an interest in how it connects to grading. Also, writing in physical education. What do we do for professional development days? Perhaps these could be our sharing pieces for the next meeting. Dan introduced Jim McCall-NJDOE 

Jim- NJ DOE, Coordinator of Physical Education/Career and Family Life Skills. Presents document of all 9 content areas that was sent to every Superintendent and Principal. Collaboration with Newark School district for a Content Standards CD as explained at the last meeting. The web address: www.ntuaft.com to see the collaboration (go all the way to the right on the webpage). The CD was just mailed to districts. Another product is a horizontal design scope and sequence. It takes all the CPI’s and puts them in order to track it K-12. That will be available next month. It will help with curricular mapping. A question was asked about assessment. Prior to NCLB, there was a plan to do paper/pencil assessments in all 9 areas. At this time, there is no plan to do assessments in health and physical education. A new commissioner will be coming in either June/July. 

Jim then showed up a CD that is an interactive activity to help students develop knowledge, set goals. It is geared to grades 3-6, or even higher. Students are engaged in choosing activities, using interdisciplinary learning. Jim introduced PECAT from the CDC which helps to thoroughly assess you curriculum. 

Jim reported on the obesity prevention task force: YMCA, AHA, ACS, College of Pediatrics, 25 different organizations. Recommendations will be presented to the Governor. One of the recommendations is that all students will be assessed in BMI. The state budget being what it is, we are unsure of how many of the initiatives will become reality. Youth risk behavior survey will be coming out in June. It provides interesting results. Jim handed out the professional development request form for the DOE.

Jim reported out on the collaboration with the Motor Vehicle Commission, May 3, 2006. Opportunities are going to become available. A curriculum may be developed to assist school districts. A timeline is unclear. The goal is to provide districts with resources for professional development. 

Health and Physical Education Survey will be developed for the first time in NJ State history. NJ Council for Physical Fitness and Sport, NJAHPERD are involved. All school districts will participate. The timeline looks to be some time next year. Survey questions are being developed. Six areas: quantitative, facilities, policies,  instruction, pe questions, health questions. Next meeting is June 9th…anyone interested? Email Jim McCall. The group discussed the visual and performing arts survey, particularly in the area of dance. Dance in physical education does not count toward visual and performing arts. With NCLB there has been a 20% drop in health and physical education. NJ has the strongest mandate in the country. Illinois has daily pe, but not much health at all. NASPE needs to start to give NJ some recognition, particularly for the blending of Health and Physical Education. Our 3.75 credits per year was excluded for the Shape of the Nation document. There was no room for narrative. Brevity before clarity. Nationally, many do not realize the strength of our mandate.

Joe Locascio: Executive Director: NJAHPERD, Gave us pedometers!
